Board Recap of 2000:  It was a fun and very good year for all of us on the Summerwind HOA 
Board of Directors (or at least I hope others feel this same way).  We had a consistent and full 
board throughout the year (for the most part, only one person had to drop and one short leave but 
we had alternates ready and prepared to fill in), something which has not happened for the two 
previous years I have been on the Board.  Anyway, I would like to express my thanks to everyone 
who has participated on the Board over the past year (including WPI) for making our meetings 
more fun and enjoyable, which still accomplishing some work in the process.

We are just over halfway to where we need the reserve funds to be financially and are continuing 
along our plan to get it there over time.  We had great attendance at the meeting (over 50 people), 
gave away our free year-long and half-year dues, had speakers from the City of Renton, the 
Renton Police, and Stoneway Roofing Supply.
